Sunday Backstage Meeting Spot and When To Go Backstage: Make sure to bring your 
dancer to our backstage meeting spot (which will be labeled) 2 routines before they perform 
(unless they are routine 2-5, because we will already gather them before we start). For example 
if your dancer is routine #9 make sure that they are waiting for their teacher at the designated 
spot during the beginning of routine #7. I promise this will all make sense at the recital, please 
do not panic if this seems confusing! 
 
Sunday Pick Up After Your Dancer Performs: All younger dancers (Preschool, Mini and 
Junior level) dancers must be picked up at the backstage meeting spot after they perform. If a 
younger dancer is done performing they can sit with their parents in the audience. All level 
1,2,3,4 and elite dancers will go back to their dressing room on their own after they perform.  

Tickets: We will have a ticket pre-sale available from 9 a.m. - 4:00 p.m. on Saturday. Tickets 
are $15/person (2 and under are free and dancers are free as well). The tickets will get you into 
both performances, we will not be selling two different tickets. Feel free to invite your friends and 
family, the dancers have made so much progress this season and they want to show it off! We 
will also have ticket sales available at the door on Sunday as well.  

Tights: Tights will be available to purchase on Saturday and Sunday at the high school. Check 
the costume checklist at the end of the document so you know which tights your dancer needs 
for each group. If you are using the same tights from the last recital, make sure to go through 
them and check for snags, rips, holes, stains etc. It is always recommended to have a backup 
pair or two.

Hair/Make-Up/Costume Reminder:  Make sure your dancer comes in hair/makeup/costume 
both for the Saturday on stage walk through/pictures and the Sunday recital.

**Please note that the girls dressing rooms will be girls/women only and there will be a 
separate boys dressing room for both the recital walk through and recital.  

Tuesday Ballet/Jazz/Tap and Mini Ballet/Tap (5 & 6 year olds): Please make sure both sets of 
your dancers shoes are labeled with their name! We will be keeping them backstage for both the 
recital walk through and the recital (we will help them change their shoes)! This has worked really 

well in the past so parents don’t have to run backstage. Thanks!  
 

Tips:  
-​ Make sure all of your things have your name in them (shoes, costumes, tights etc). 
-​ Bring a robe or zip up jacket (that way makeup/hair doesn’t get messed up) to keep your 

dancer warm while they are waiting around at the recital. 
-​ Bring mess free snacks that will not ruin their costume (fruit snacks, cheese sticks, water 

etc).  
-​ Make sure you are touching up hair and makeup throughout the day your dancer has 

pictures if your dancer has multiple costume changes.  
-​ Always be early and ready to go! If you come late chances are your dancer will miss 

their group.  

Recital Walk Through (Saturday): As much as we would love to have the parents watch the 
recital walk through rehearsal to give a preview, a lot of the kids need this time to adjust to the 
new space and teachers will need their full attention to help them as much as possible. We can't 
allow for the extra distraction of parents in and out during our Saturday rehearsal and I hate to 
be the "bad guy" and have to kick people out, so please don’t put me in that position. Parents 
are more than welcome to assist their dancer with pictures. Please hang out in your dancers 
designated dressing room (which will be labeled) during your dancers time slot, and I promise it 
will all be worth it when you get to see Sunday's show!
